The awarding ceremony will take place at the festive seasonal event of the Trial Commission in Estonia;

	Q3 Appointment of “Baltic Championship” Regulation and Calendar 2020

Proposals:

· Organize Baltic Championship on 5th and 6th of September in Vasalemma, Estonia. Commission members discuss possibilities to change this date due to Trial des Nations event in Portugal on 12th and 13th of September. Viking Trial club asked to change the date (because it will be difficult to manage go to TDN next week after Baltic Championship). Organizer of Baltic Championship Tonis Ross and BMA commission do not see another possible date for this event because of Estonian, Latvian and Finland approved national calendars 2020. Proposal is to accept 5th and 6th of September for Baltic Championship;
· Tonis Ross asked to clarify point No.01.10.2.3 because misleading sentences for extra sanctions points (10 points for not attempting the sections in numerical order and 20 pints for missing a section (clarify editorial);

· Tonis Ross suggest to change Regulation structure: half a regulation for riders rules and second half rules for organizers (to easier to understanding for riders);

· Artūrs Grīnfelds and Latvian trial commission suggest to add Mini classes in Baltic Championship Regulation. Organizer Tonis Ross is not agree with this proposal because it will be hard and dangerous to combine adult classes with mini (kids) classes. BMA commission members agree with that. It is possible for kids to start in Hobby class or Baltic Minicup serial.  
· Tonis Ross proposal to change sizes for section boundaries (section marks sizes to 100mm and 90mm, previous 130mm and 130mm)
